BASIC REQUIREMENTS OF PROJECT PROPOSAL
· Projects must be for inter-academy cooperation, involving at least THREE member academies and/or networks; participation from multiple regions is encouraged

· Projects must NOT be for any form of scientific research, nor can proposals be submitted by an individual (research scientists etc). Partnerships should be through the academy/network in question, rather than through their research institutes.

· Projects must produce material and/or recommendations that will be useful to the wider IAP member community (eg statements, webpages, toolkits or other material – a workshop report is NOT considered sufficient on its own)

· Project proposals must not overlap with IAP-funded network activity – eg if a regional network is receiving funding from IAP for a science education programme, IAP will not fund science education projects with individual academies in that network

· The usual maximum for funding has in the past been $50,000 per proposal – higher amounts will however be considered on a case by case basis

CRITERIA
Project applications will be assessed by reviewers particularly against the following criteria:
· are the activities, responsibility, goals, budget and engagement of the wider IAP community clearly planned and described in the proposal, and are there regular and measurable review stages?

· are the activities, budgets and goals proposed realistic and achievable, and can the project partners demonstrate their ability to deliver ?

· are the activities and goals innovative, relevant and meaningful to IAP, to its strategic plan and to the needs of its broader science academy membership and to their regional networks?
